A coat (a warm day can turn surprisingly wet or chilly!)
Old clothes

Velcro shoes

Please ensure all clothes sent into school are clearly labelled with your 

child’s name. 
Please find attached a snack envelope with the amount for this half term; it helps us considerably to collect snack money in a lump sum as we are not spending time recording monies paid on a weekly basis. Please see a member of staff if you would prefer to pay weekly as we do understand that it is a substantial amount especially if you have more than one child in school. 

If you haven’t already could you please send in the ‘Just in case’ change of clothes for your child including: 1 knickers/ underpants, 1 pair of socks, 1 pair of trousers and 1 top. We do not have a great deal of space so just one change of clothes is sufficient and please avoid sending jumpers etc. Please could these clothes be sent into school in a plastic bag clearly labelled with your child’s name. We will send the bag home when any items need to be replaced.  
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Please help your little ones to practise the following skills at home:

· Sitting on the carpet with their legs crossed (can be tricky for some!!)

· Washing up bowls and cups

· Putting on their own coats and shoes (don’t worry about zips etc to begin with!)

· Peeling bananas (we cut our bananas up into sections with the skin left on as it keeps them fresher for longer. Some of the children are struggling to peel the skin off the section so practise always helps!)

· Putting lids back on pens

· Squeezing a peg to keep our pairs of wellington boots together
Small steps we know, but the more independent the children are the easier they will find Nursery life.
Star of the Week/ Seren yr Wythnos

Every Friday we will be having a little celebration at the end of the session. We will look at pictures  and videos of the clever work that the children have been doing during the week and we will be giving certificates for children who have tried really hard. This will be a lovely, positive way to end the week.

In order to encourage and celebrate positive behaviour, we have a ‘proud basket’ in Nursery. Children may be awarded something from the basket if they do something to make us all proud. For example, helping a friend or sharing nicely etc. They can choose a little ‘toy’ from the basket to keep and will be given a little certificate. It is a big achievement to get something from the ‘proud basket’ and the children really respond well to it.

We also have a ‘thinking chair’, where children will be placed for a little ‘time out’ if they will not follow direction or are unkind with their hands etc. If your child has been on the thinking chair, we will usually inform you at the end of the session (don’t worry though, it’s no big deal and usually does the trick!!)

Unfortunately due to the current situation, discussions on drop off/pick up must be kept to a minimum, however please feel free to call the school or send a message on email or seesaw (once activated) and the Nursery team will be happy to answer any questions, even if it is just to ask how your little ones are settling in. We don’t get the opportunity to chat to you as much as we would like to and are always happy to discuss any issues that are bothering your child, however small they may seem.
